


 	
The organizational and regular meeting of the Village of Liverpool Board of Trustees was held on July 15, 2019 at 7:00 PM at 310 Sycamore Street, Liverpool NY.

Also present were approximately 10 other persons.  

Mayor White asked all those present to join in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Mayor White stated that the organizational meeting would take place at the end of the regular meeting.
Outstanding issues/ grant updates
Mayor White updated the outstanding issues and grant updates for the month. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor White asked for a consensus of the Board regarding the I-81 project. He asked if the Board were in favor of the Community Grid or High Speed option.  The Board was not unanimous on which option was the best.

Small Cell 5G technology – Mayor White asked that the proposed draft of the 5G technology local law be sent to the Planning board for their review and comment. These comments will be sent to the Village Board for their comment and review. The Planning Board needs to develop design guidelines for the small cell technology.

Crosswalk Signs
Jim Sullivan, 203 Springmoor Drive, sent a request last October for crosswalk signs at Oswego and Fourth Street and Oswego and Sixth Street. Chief Morris contacted County DOT and County DOT stated that the Village can put those signs up at their cost.

Mayor White requested that Chief Morris and Mike Neverette, DPW Superintendent get together and order signs and discuss placement of the signs.

Public comment period
Rachel Smorol, 508 Balsam Street, asked what could be done with noise from fireworks. The Board responded that persons are not supposed to be setting them off.

Steve Price, 704 Vine Street, asked if bee hives were permitted in the Village. A friend of his asked if two or three hives could be placed on his property. Codes Officer, Bill Reagan, stated that there are no laws that prohibit bee hives. The honey produced cannot be used for sale. 

The friend of Mr. Price does have several locations and does collect the honey for sale. Mr. Price will discuss this issue with Codes Officer Reagan.

Jeremy Scuderi, 504 7th Street, stated that three properties around his home are draining into his yard. He stated that there is nowhere to push the water. He asked if it would be possible to install a storm drain. Mayor White will ask DPW Superintendent and the Village Engineer to look at this issue.





Correspondence-  
Email received from Melissa Sieling, dated July 10, 2019 regarding noise from motorcycles and trucks. She requested that this loud noise be addressed in some way.

Discussion on the request from homeowners of the 500 block of Balsam Street 
The homeowners of the 500 block of Balsam Street are asking for consideration and anticipated approval in making the 500 block of Balsam Street a no overnight parking block year round. There are no front driveways for 6 of the 7 homes on the east side of the block. There are only 2 houses in total on the west side of the block that have driveways. The parking for the 6 homes on the east side of the block have their driveways and garages located in the rear of their homes on an alley that is owned by the property owners. 

The homeowners state that from April 15th to November1st, the renters vehicles are routinely parked on the street. Some are continually left on the street for days at a time without any movement. The cars are legally parked, however, these homeowners feel that posting No Overnight Parking on the east and west side would relieve the continual parking situation and the problems caused. They feel that in the case of an emergency, the fire trucks would not be able to get through. There is concern that the renter’s vehicles are damaging the grass and lawns from making U-turns and driving on the lawns.

Mayor White asked Chief Morris to review this request. Chief Morris sent a memo to the Mayor, dated 7/15/2019, in which he states that he has reviewed the photographs and letter. Chief Morris requested input from the officers in the LPD and contacted the Liverpool Fire Department. Chief Morris checked the block on several occasions and spoke with DPW Superintendent Neverette. Chief Morris stated that the homeowners requested No Overnight Parking on both sides of the street and listed 6 concerns, problems and situations for the regulation. The concerns, problems and situations are issues that an overnight parking regulation would not correct. Chief Morris is awaiting further input prior to making a recommendation pertaining to any further regulations.

Mayor White asked if there were any comments from the public:

Sue Tillotson, 511 Balsam Street, stated that there are cars parked everywhere on the street. She stated that there are cars that have not moved in weeks and that is looks like a parking lot.  She asked why they cannot use their driveways. There are driveways in the back of these rental properties. Sue cited safety concerns.

Rachel Smorol, 508 Balsam Street, stated that the street has changed so much with additional rentals and more cars that belong to those persons renting.

The Village Board suggested that perhaps odd/even parking would help or parking permitted on one side only could be an option. After much discussion, it was decided to try an informal test with “No Parking Overnight”. Mayor White stated that the Village could try this informal test for a period of 30 days and then re-evaluate. 

Request from OCWA for approval of hydrants for Meyer Manor Apartments
The Village received a request from OCWA to install 2 hydrants in the existing Village of Liverpool Water District to service the Meyer Manor Apartments. The developer will pay for the hydrant installations in conjunction with the 8” Water Main extension. The letter states that the Village will be notified when the hydrants are in service and then will be billed the annual hydrant maintenance rate, which is currently $71.61 per hydrant per year. 

Discussion ensued regarding the Village paying the maintenance. Attorney Langey will contact OCWA. No action taken on this request.



Release of JGB Mortgage
Attorney Langey explained that when the 401-403 First Street Building was being rehabbed in 2010, the Village received a grant from the State for JGB to perform the rehab project. There was no repayment by JGB so long as they owned the building for more than 6 years. JGb is now selling the building and a discharge of mortgage is necessary.

Motion was made by Trustee LaMontagne, seconded by Trustee Fitch to authorize Mayor White to sign the Release of Mortgage. Motion Passed.

Discussion on the proposed addition to the Village of Liverpool Code to allow chickens and/or hens to Village Code 
Bill Reagan, Codes Officer, will contact the Village of Fayetteville to have them send their Chicken/hen law. Mr. Regan will report back to the Board at a future meeting regarding how many licenses have been issued for the raising of chickens and if there have been any complaints.

Nuisance Abatement Code discussion
This possible new code will address repeated calls to rental properties, thereby giving the landlord a means to evict the persons. There is one problem address currently in the Village. Mayor White stated that he and the Chief will meet with the landlord to inform him of the calls that are being handled by the Police department at his rental property.

Cemetery Restoration Project Update
EDR delivered the draft bid documents today. They will be reviewed by the Board and the Village Attorney and a special meeting will be held next week to put the project out to bid.

Employee Handbook discussion
The Board will send any comments through tracking and this will be on the agenda for adoption soon.

Letter of Intent – MS4 Mapping Grant 
The letter of intent for the Water Quality Improvement Project Grant needs to be signed by the Mayor. This letter states that the Village wishes to express intent to participate in the proposed project. Bill Reagan will review this letter and report to the Mayor.
