The purpose of the meeting is to review and approve the bid documents for the Liverpool Village Cemetery project.

Mayor White asked if all changes have been resolved. He said there is no place for vault trucks to turn around. They can only go up on the Tulip Street side between 5th & 6th streets.

Trustee LaMontagne said the drawings do not show the staging area behind the fire department. 

Trustee Fitch said we should stop public access from Tulip Street. She said Greg Sgromo agreed it should not be used for public access.  She also stated we need to move the bid date out by a week due to the updates being made.

Trustee Devendorf said there is a question regarding insurance. The Village and EDR should be listed as additional insureds and EDR is the owner site representative/Engineer.

Trustee LaMontagne said the routing for electrical by the flag pole needs to be addressed as well as the plantings before the bids are due. We could add an addendum for these small changes.

Trustee Fitch said the trees and plantings need to be addressed by some authority as to the historical plantings required. The species may need to be changed to not diminish the historical character and should be noted in the bid documents.

EDR needs to get an intentional review from SHPO regarding the plantings/species. 

A motion was made by Trustee LaMontagne and seconded by Trustee Fitch to approve the bid documents and drawings as presented with a statement from SHPO regarding the plantings.
