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The meeting was called to order at 11:00 am.

Kevin Berendsen asked for introductions.  There was no public comment.  A motion was made to approve the minutes.  The motion was adopted unanimously.   Alan provided a financial report.  A motion was made to approve the financial report.  Ann George moved to accept the report.  A second was made to the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
 Kevin invited Derek Sandison to talk about the relationship between WSDA and the WSCPR.  He said the primary role of WSDA as it relates to the WSCPR is in facilitating nominations for voting members of the board.
