Washington State Commission on Pesticide Registration Minutes – December 12-13, 2017 Ellensburg, WA.

The meeting was called to order at 11:00 am.

WSCPR staff present were Alan Schreiber, Vicky Scharlau, Tess Neshem.
Members of the public present at the beginning of the meeting were Tim Waters, Liesl Zappler, David Hill, and Laura Lavine.
There was no public comment.
Jud asked for a review of the meetings from September 14 requested a change in a statement he made, specifically to switch the word “tell” to “explain”.  Kevin Berendsen made a motion to accept the minutes from the previous meeting.  Erik Johansen seconded the motion.  Jud ask for comments.  The motion passed unanimously.   
Jud asked for the financial report.  Schreiber provided a financial report.  Other than the monthly administrative fee, the WSCPR has incurred no expenses since the last meeting. The remaining portion of the meeting was taken up by research proposal presentations.  The last presentation concluded at 5:25.  The Chair adjourned the meeting at 5:25.
The meeting was called to order at 8:36.  All Commissioners present on the 12th were present at the meeting on the second day.  All staff members present on the first day were present on the second day.  
The chair called for nominations for the next year’s slate of officers.
Mark Knutson moved to nominate Kevin Berendsen as Chair, Mike Warjone as Vice Chair and Ann George as Treasurer.  Jamie Barker seconded the motion.  The Chair asked if there any other nominations.  There were no other nominations.  The Chair called for the vote, the motion passed unanimously.
Alan stated the need for outreach to contact new researchers and minor, minor crops that are not currently submitting proposals.  He stated that he would undertake this effort between now and the time the next request for proposals.

Any projects that are above the line that do not receive matching funds as stated in their proposal will not receive WSCPR funding.  Those “freed” funds would be used to fund the projects below the line with priority be given based on their score.  Keith Oliver second the motion.  After a short discussion there was a unanimous vote in support of the motion.
