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Meeting Minutes

April 17, 2019  Teleconference.

The meeting was called to order at 10:04 am.

Commissioners present were Astrid Goplan, Kelly McLain, Mike Warjone, Doug Walsh, Ann George, Eric Hodsen, Matt Blua, Gary Melchior, Keith Oliver, Kevin Berendsen, and Jim Moyer.

WSCPR staff present were Alan Schreiber, Michele Voie, 

Alan Schreiber established that there was a quorum.  There was no public comment.  A motion was made to approve the minutes.  The motion was adopted unanimously.  Kevin made changes to the agenda, dropping the Tour Report and postponing a review of the Commission’s policy and procedures to the next meeting.  Alan provided a financial report.  Ann made a correction to the report.  A motion was made to approve the financial report by Mike Warjone as corrected.  Astrid Goplan seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  The Chair said that the lawyer leading the investigation had incurred $18,526.98 in expenses but had discounted the bill by $2,000 because the report was late.  Kevin asked for a motion to approve this expense.  Ann George made a motion to approve the charge.  Matt Blua seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Alan provided the Administrator’s Report.  He described the two IR-4 meetings he has attended, the preparation for the tour and other activities.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Kevin provided an overview of the status of the investigation regarding the WSCPR Tour.  On January 28th he received a verbal report from the investigator.  More was needed on the report at that time.  The report had been scheduled to be finished by December of 2018.  A draft report was provided at the end of February and was shared with the Executive Committee and the Attorney General’s office.  At that point the investigator had interviewed 7 individuals.  The consensus of the Executive Committee was the report was not sufficient and not enough people had been interviewed.  There is a May 8th completion date scheduled.  If it is not complete by that date the investigation may be turned over to someone else.  When it is complete it will be shared with the Executive Committee.  Because the report was not complete there could be no action taken, assuming the report indicated some action was appropriate, the Executive Committee decided to not hold the 2019 WSCPR Tour.  Astrid said she agreed with Kevin’s assessment that the report was not adequate in its current form.  Mike Warjone said they intend to do what is necessary to keep the Commission together and keep the Tour going.  Kevin stated that one thing everyone agrees on is that the tour is valuable.  Erik Hodsen asked if there was a way to keep the tour going this year.  The conclusion was that the tour must be postponed for this year.

Funding process issues.  Doug Walsh explained some concerns with the WSCPR funding process.  There needs to be improved communications between the WSCPR and WSU regarding the timing of the awards.  He wants the period that researchers have to spend their money to be 18 months.  Alan suggested that Doug, Vicky, Jim Moyer  and he work on this issue and report back to the Commission prior to the September meeting.

Kevin asked if there was any other business.

Ann mentioned that there is a conflict between the September meeting date for her, Alan and Doug Walsh with the IR-4 Food Use Workshop.  The WSCPR meeting date was moved to September 18th.

Kevin asked a second time if there was any other business.  No one brought up any issues.
